FPSB has absolutely no association, connection or business relationship
whatsoever with Guangzhou-based Chinese Institute of Certified Financial
Planners (CICFP), or any of its business principals such as Mr. Liu Ji, Mr. Li Tian
Xiang, or Mr. Zheng Hui Wen. Nor has FPSB ever authorized CICFP to offer the
internationally-recognized CFP certification program in China.

Per Article 35 of Social Entity Registration Regulation of People’s Republic of
China, an unregistered entity operating as a social organization may be banned,
its income confiscated, and criminal charges brought against principals. No
official certificate or license can be found to support and prove the legal
existence of Chinese Institute of Certified Financial Planners. FPSB will take all
action necessary to protect its rights in China and to protect members of the
public who rely on the CFP certification and all that it represents.
